To screen movies at WNC students, faculty and staff MUST follow the procedures listed below. 

See the Office of Student Life for the Swank Motion Picture policies.
Non Educational Movies: any student group, faculty and staff would like to show a movie without an educational purpose you MUST:
· Obtain the copyright permissions of Swank Motion Picture licensing company. (See Swanks policy)
· Complete an exhibition request form (see the Office of Student Life for the form)
· For pricing and availability  you may contact them at 1-800-876-5577 or www.swank.com
· You must create a Purchase Order to obtain the movie. This process can take up to 2 weeks so plan accordingly.  
· The fee for a movie can cost $350.00-$550.00 depending on the film. 
Student Clubs/Organizations

· US Copyright Law allows for film/movie screening (without paying licensing fees/obtaining permission from the copyright holder) for specific educational usage. 

· Student clubs/organizations are allowed to show movies within the group itself if they have a discussion mediated by a qualified facilitator: usually a faculty or staff member with experience/expertise on the subject.

· A film/movie is considered “public” if it is in a place open to the public or at any place where a substantial number of persons outside of the club itself, 

      Therefore:

· The club/organization itself, is not a public event.

· Open invitations and advertisements to the public will make the film/movie “public” and REQUIRE the club to purchase the movie. 

· It is NOT legal to just play a movie at a club meeting or event without paying for the license.

Failure to adhere to these guidelines (even if done so incorrectly and inadvertently) can result in fines from $750.00 to $30,000.00 per showing.  If admission is charged to the event and the organization/person receives some commercial or personal financial gain, fines can range upward to $150,000.00  plus one year in jail.
