There will be 26 assignments and each one will be graded on a 10 point scale.  The lowest grade will be dropped.  Therefore, 250 points of the final grade will be derived from assignments. Audit students are required to do assignments. Assignments constitute 39% of the grade and are vital as they provide more depth and difficulty than test questions.
