Class Meets:  Monday:  2:30 - 5:15  in Aspen 214,
Course Description:   

Participants will develop a portfolio of artwork for exhibition.  They will also write an artist statement and learn techniques for  photographing artwork and making minor adjustments to create an accurate digital representation.  The digital images will be used to develop a digital presentation on each participant’s own art and the artists whose work he/she finds influential.  Each participant will make an oral and visual presentation sometime during the semester on his/her art and process.
Course Objectives:

· Development of artist's portfolio.  

· Development of documents and techniques for professional presentation.
· Learn verbal skills needed for oral presentation.
Learning Outcomes:
Upon completion of this course, it is expected that students will have:

· developed their creative capacities.
· participated in at least one cultural or artistic activity, such as a visit to a gallery or museum or attendance at a community art lecture or event.
· developed an appreciation for the arts.

 Class Structure:   

· Turn your cell phone off while in class.
The class will meet on a weekly basis--every Monday--although your actual work to complete the requirements for this class will, for the most part, be taking place outside of class.

You will be creating a new body of 4-6 artworks this semester for this class, all of which will be related through theme, materials, and the art-making processes used.   Some working processes are, by their nature, more time-consuming than others.  People also work at different speeds and complex ideas sometimes take more time to develop.  The minimum requirement for this is 4 new pieces.  If you have more than 6, you will be able to edit to the 6 strongest works.  A part of this also is learning framing and matting techniques that compliment your work.  If the first thing someone sees when they look at one of your pieces is the mat or the frame, it’s not a good framing job and cheap, ill-fitting frames have a tendency to cheapen your artwork as well.
We all have a muse or two in the studio and most of them are a kind of unseen presence as we work—the artists we find influential for one reason or another, the environments we inhabit and/or are intuitively drawn to, the values and issues we each hold as important to our lives, the beliefs we hold to be true, the art-making materials our eyes like to look at and our hands want to touch.  Developing an understanding of what underpins your ideas and the visual solutions to those ideas is a very important part of beginning to make art that you not only deeply care about, but are also able to talk about confidently and authoritatively, whether in written form, orally or through a visual presentation. 
The artworks you create will be displayed as a group in the Student Art Show at the end of the semester, along with your written statement about the work.   The deadline for submission of the artwork will be the week of April 12 – 15, with the installation taking place on Friday, April 16.  The show opens on Monday, April 19.and will be up for a month.  

During the month the exhibition is up, you will be developing your visual and oral presentation, practicing delivering it during class time and then making a 15 to 20 minute presentation to the Art Appreciation class, which meets on Monday and Wednesday from 1:00 – 2:15 in Aspen 210.  I have set aside two days for this, with 2 presenters on each day.  As part of the process, the class will go to the gallery after your presentations  for the day to see the actual artwork and perhaps to ask you some questions.   This may sound scary, but generally, in my experience, students are very respectful and supportive of one another with things like this, wanting to make it as easy and fun as possible.

Attendance:     
The following is my attendance policy: 

· Maximum of 4 absences allowed.
· 3 partial absences (arriving after the class has started or leaving before class is dismissed) will count as one full absence. 

·  If you make appointments for other things during class time that require you to arrive late or leave class early, they will count as partial absences, not excused absences. 

· A 5th absence will result in a “W” irregardless of when in the semester that 5th absence occurs.
Grading:  

The following are the requirements for the successful completion of this course.  In order to receive a grade and 

not a “W” you will need to fulfill all of the requirements.
· The completion of no less than  4 new artworks that have a common theme and are related through materials used and art-making process.
· Appropriate, complimentary matting and framing, if applicable.

· A new written statement that complements the artworks and give viewers insight into the visual work presented.
· The creation of a set of digital photographs that accurately represent the artworks show.

· The exhibition of your work in the Student Art Show, accompanied by your statement.

· The creation of a digital presentation utilizing the digital photographs you have created.

· A 15 -20 minute presentation to the Art Appreciation class during the last month of the semester.

Academic Integrity:

Students are expected to do their own work.  If a student turns in a project done by someone else, he/she will receive 0 points for that project and will not be allowed to make it up.
