Course Description:

Develops drawing skills through practice with a broad variety of drawing tools and techniques. 1 hour lecture and 4 hours studio per week. 
Objective:

This course is a beginning drawing class.  Students will learn the application and develop an understanding of basic drawing methods and material.  Class projects will focus on basic concepts such as line, contour, and composition.  Different drawing materials will be introduced.

Behavior in Classroom:

· Respect other students working environment by being considerate in your action and speech; you will be asked to leave otherwise. 

· Clean up after yourself.

· Absolutely NO cell phone or laptop in class, that includes text-messaging and download music. 
Grading:
Your grade is based on your attendance, participation, portfolio, and weekly homeworks.

· Attendance and Participation: Since the understanding and the skills of drawing are a cumulative result of doing the work, attendance is mandatory.  
You have a choice to make every day: to be in class, alert, and do the work.

It is up to you to schedule your classes, work shifts, appointments  properly to avoid any logistic problems.  ALLOW EXTRA TIME to cross campus, fight traffic and find parking.

There is no excused absences for the class        
· Maximum of 3 absences allowed.
· 3 late arrivals or leaving early will count as one absence.
· 4 absences will lower your final grade by one full letter grade.
· 5 absences will result in failing the class. 

Brief group critique may happen at the end of each class, this is a time for students to share their     experience and to look at each other’s work.  It is my experience that students learn just as much from peers as from teachers, your participation is important in the learning process. 

· Midterm Review - It should include ALL of your class projects up to this point.  Points will be deducted for missing drawings. Points will be given to each class drawing. A midterm grade will be the total of points.  

· Final Portfolio Review - This will include ALL your class projects. It is your responsibility to keep all of your work.  Points will be given to each in-class drawing after midterm. (Both Midterm and Final Reviews will add together as 70% of your final grade.)

· Homework - Homeworks will be assigned every week and collected at the beginning of the following Monday class.  Students are expected to spend minimum of 2 hours on each homework assignment.  Homework grades count as 30% of the final grade. Homework will not be accepted more than one week late.  A whole grade will drop for every class that it’s late.  At the end of the semester ONE lowest grade will be dropped so missing one or two homework for the entire semester may not affect your grade much, but more than that your final grade will definitely be affected. 
How grades are assigned:

A = Very strong effort, visibly significant improvement.  B= Good effort, some improvement.  C= Some effort, small improvement.  D= Little effort, no improvement.  F= No effort, no improvement.

You will also need a portfolio case, which you can purchase at art stores or make one yourself using cardboards.

Homework Schedule:

Except for the first week due to Labor Day the following Monday,  all homework are assigned the Monday of the week and due on the following Monday. 

This may subject to change if I find a different homework more appropriate for what we study that week.  However, in that case if you forget and just do what is listed here, that will be OK for full credits too. 
Week 1  (Due  Wednesday September 8th):  Foot – Drawing of your foot.  Concentrating on the contour (outline.) Try to be as accurate as possible.  Work on the shading if you spend less than 2 hours on the contour.

Week 2  (Due Monday Sep 13th):  Still-Life with concentration on positive and negative space -  Set up a still-life with at least 3 objects.  Pay attention to use of positive/negative space.  Objects with a lot of  positive/negative space interplay are preferred (eg. Chairs, ladders, bicycles, etc.)

Week 3 (Due Monday Sep 20th):    Room -  Draw an interior space.  It can be any room, public or private.  Pay attention to angles and proportions.

Week 4 (Due Monday Sep 27th):   Organic Still-life.  Set up a still life using organic objects (eg. Fruits, flowers, vegetables, rocks, branches, etc.)  Make sure you pay attention to the range of  Tones

Week 5 (Due Monday, Oct 4th) :  Drapery studies – Set up two different types of clothes or drapes (silk/canvas0 and do a drawing.  Pay attention t the light as different materials reflects light differerntly.

Week 6 (Due Monday, Oct 11th):   :  Still-Life: Set up a still-life that is interesting to you and do several composition studies first before you work on the drawing.

Week 7 (Due Monday, Oct 18th):  Drawing in the public – go to a public place (café, park, store, doctor’s reception area, etc.) do several small and quicker drawings (4-6 drawings) that add up to at least an hour.
Week 8 (Due Monday, Oct 25th): Gestural Studies – set up a still life or do a landscape or portrait.  Draw gesturally by not shading by using quick lines to find the essence of the subject.  Proportions and exactitudes are not important, it’s the energy of marks.

Week 9 (Due Monday, Nov 1st):  Self-Portriat – Draw yourself from direct observation.  Keep in mind that it’s not about making yourself beautiful, but to find the proportions and using tones.

Week 10 (Due Monday, Nov 8th) :  Portrait – Draw a Portrait of someone else.

Week 11  (Due Monday, Nov 15th):  Color drawing – either a still-life, landscape, interior, or portrait using pastel or oil pastel.

Week 12  (Due Monday, Nov 22nd):  Still Life of various surface quality – Set up a still life that has different textures including something metallic (like a spoon, fork, ) something see through (glass) something rough (a rock, a branch) and something soft (drapery).  The drawing should aim to convey the different texture yet with unity that comes from maybe mark-making and composition.

Week 13: No homework this week.

Week 14 (Due Monday, Dec 6th):  Drawing of your choice.
