There will be 24 assignments and each one will be graded on a 10 point scale. So, 240 points of the final grade will be derived from assignments/attendance. All students are required to start assignments during class. Assignments constitute 37% of the grade and are vital as they provide more depth and difficulty than test questions.  Late assignments are not accepted for credit. Permanent zero grades will be entered for assignments that are not turned in on time.  STUDENTS WHO MISS CLASS ARE NOT GIVEN EXTRA TIME. There will be four tests with each one worth 100 points. Therefore 400 points of the final grade will be derived from tests.
