Fallon Campus Land Purchase Nets Approval

WNCC will be able to purchase 4.8 acres on the west side of the Fallon campus,
following approval Friday by the Nevada System of Higher Education Board of
Regents. There are no immediate plans to build on the property, but the college can
now start thinking toward the future.

The land will be paid with private contributions, $110,000 in student CIP
funds, and a bank loan for $100,000. Contributions of more than $590,000 have
already been received from the Carl & Bette Dodge Limited Trust, Virgil Getto, the
city of Fallon, and Churchill County.

Regents Vote for Tougher University Admission Standards

NSHE Regents voted last week to raise admission standards at Nevada’s two public
universities. Starting in 2008, students will need at least a 3.0 (B) grade point
average (now 2.75) to enroll at UNR or UNLV. Students who do not meet this
requirement will be encouraged to attend community colleges, where they will be
guaranteed a transfer after they earn an associate degree.

Chancellor Jim Rogers will have his current contract extended through 2009,
following a vote at last week’s NSHE Board of Regents meeting.
