Western Earns Approval for First Bachelor’s Degree 
The college has been approved to offer its first bachelor’s degree, following a 
unanimous vote Friday by the Nevada System of Higher Education Board of 
Regents. Perhaps as early as fall 2007, a Bachelor of Technology degree program in 
Construction Management will begin for those seeking a career or looking to 
advance in the construction industry. 

The college will now ask permission from its accrediting agency, the 
Northwest Association on Colleges and Universities, to expand its mission to include 
bachelor’s degrees as well as associate degrees and certificates of achievement.  

The 128-credit program is designed to attract and retain new students as 
well as skilled workers, and provide an educational route toward a career as a 
construction manager.
