Articulation Partnership with Chico State Continued 
For the second year, WNCC has achieved full articulation for computer 
programming courses with California State University, Chico. In addition, WNCC 
computer literacy and introduction to information systems courses have also been 
articulated to comparable courses at the university. 
 The CSU, Chico Computer Science Department ranks consistently in the top 
ten computer science departments in the nation and maintains strong ties with 
leaders in the computer science field, including IBM, Chevron and Hewlett Packard. 
With this agreement and careful counseling, WNCC graduates with an Associate of 
Science degree in Computer Science will be able to enter CSU, Chico with near-
junior status.
