“Print is Print,” an international exchange portfolio of non-
toxic prints, will hang in the College Gallery at WNCC Carson 
City through Friday, Feb. 16. This purpose of this exhibit, 
representing the work of 20 different artists from seven 
countries, is to expand the dialog for safer printmaking 
practices. 
 In “Print is Print,” all of the artists have adopted 
contemporary, safer printmaking methods in place of 
traditional, more toxic processes. Processes employed include 
polyester plate lithography, water-based silkscreen, etching 
using ferric chloride in place of the more toxic nitric acid, 
prints using ImageOn film, and prints produced using a 
combination of these methods.
