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Art Department Expands Classes & Studio Space

A major remodel and expansion of WNCCOs
art studio on the Carson City campus will
make it easier for students to begin a bachelorOs
degree at the college and transfer to a univer-
sity. Art department head Tim Guthrie helped
design and shepherd the project along.

“It's been a lot of work, but we're already on the
way to making this a premier college art department,”

said Guthrie. “Already, we have
considerably more studio space,
some great new equipment, and,
come June, we'll have eight more
classes in the catalog.”

Guthrie said the main impetus
for the changes was the need to
make all the classes offered trans-
ferable to the university.“For awhile,
we were kind of stuck between a
rock—meeting university transfer
requirements—and a hard place—
not enough room to provide enough
classroom time for the courses.
We're in much better shape now.”

The biggest physical differ-
ence in the art department was con-

verting two standard classrooms into one 1,200-square-
foot studio. In addition, the department acquired a new
press for the printmaking classes and a new programmable
kiln for ceramics classes.

In addition to being the college’s head art instructor,
Guthrie is an award-winning painter and sculptor. He won
the Best in Oil Painting prize at the St. George Art Mu-
seum Regional in 2002 and was named one of the top 25
Master of Fine Arts Sculptors in the nation by the Interna-

tional Sculpture Center in Washington, D.C.

“I don’t work in any particular medium,” said
Guthrie, “but rather with a common conceptual con-
cern where the medium and format changes depend-
ing on the demands of each particular piece. | try to
provide a generous amount of information about the
subject, and then let each viewer interact with the work
to discover as much biographical and other historical
information as they are interested in uncovering.

“As viewers look, they
see, and, as they explore, they
learn. | try to impart this to my stu-
dents, regardless of the medium
they like to work in.”

Douglas High Grad’s Art to Show in College Gallery

Loren Staley, a Carson City native and Dou-
glas High School graduate, will display his
show “Transparent Mass” in the College
Gallery on the Carson City Campus March
3 through April 11. This show is a continua-
tion of work he exhibited at the Sierra Arts
Museum in Reno in 2002.

Staley prints his images onto large, thin pieces
of fabric that are suspended from the ceiling of the
exhibit space. One of the prints in “Transparent
Mass” has an image of a huge nuclear power cool-
ing tower that is superimposed over a bottle rack.
The bottle rack is from an image by the artist
Duchamp. Printed onto the suspended transpar-
ent fabric, the images seem to float through one
another, and the massiveness of the cooling tower

appears to dissolve into the airiness of the bottle
rack.

Staley says, “The show deals with objects and
their ability to change space, even when the ob-
jects themselves are not solid. | want the work to
remain visual, yet have a transparent feel, to have
a visual mass, but a delicate existence.”

An artist’s reception for Loren Staley is sched-
uled for Thursday, March 27, from 5to 7 p.m. in
the College Gallery.
